Part 1. From eternity to the church.

If someone said to you “what is the point of the world’s existence?” What would you say?



Look up Colossians 1:17 and 1 Corinthians 3:21. What is the point of everything here?



Someone has written,

“The Church...turns out to be the central object, the goal, not only of mundane history but of all that God has been doing in all realms from all eternity.” 

What does this tell us about the Church (the people of God) and what difference should it make to what we think of ourselves as part of the Church? How does this perhaps differ from what you instinctively feel about yourself/the church?

Part 2. From the Church to eternity.
Read Romans 8:21. What is going to happen in the future?



Look up 2 Corinthians 11:2-3. What is going to happen to the people of God in the future? Now read Revelation 19:6-9. What does this add? If you want more try Revelation 21:1-9!



In part 1 Tim used the words purpose, perspective and praise in terms of how we should respond to what we have been thinking about here. In part 2 He added preparation. For those married, or hoping to be, how would you sum up your anticipation of the big day? What does that teach us about preparing for eternity, and what are the important things in preparing to be the eternal bride/church?
